Personnel changes within the Agency dominated the year once again

with the hiring of Deputy Chief Robert A. Fisher, the addition of two new police officers, the
promotions of two officers to the rank of sergeant, and the promotion of one sergeant to
lieutenant.

The Division of Police categorizes all calls for service into four levels of response.
Each level of response is prioritized based on the urgency of the call for service
requested. Life threatening situations are considered a Priority 1 response and
warrant the most expedient response. Priority 2 responses are reserved for
serious threats of physical harm, crimes in progress and auto accidents. Priority 3
and 4 calls are considered routine and usually consist of criminal report requests,
animal complaints and traffic complaints.

In 2012 officers averaged a 6.64 minute response time to Priority 1 calls and an
overall average response time for all calls for service of 7.56 minutes.

Criminal Investigations Unit Summary

The Criminal Investigations Unit is comprised of four detectives and one sergeant.
This unit is responsible for the follow-up investigations of serious crimes reported
to the Division of Police. Each case report taken by the Division is evaluated based
on numerous solvability factors. Those cases in which these factors lead to the
identification of potential suspects are forwarded to the CIU for further
investigation.

Notable Canine Uses:

The Canine Unit has assisted the Department of Homeland Security Bulk Currency
Smuggling Task Force since February and was beneficial in seizing more than
$2,000,000 of currency being utilized to facilitate the local drug trade. The
canines also conducted numerous school sniffs in the Hilliard City Schools as well
as assisting with sniffs in numerous other school systems including Bucyrus,
Westerville, Reynoldsburg, Groveport, Dublin and Delaware County Schools.
Additional highlights include:

February 24: HPD canines chased down a fleeing suspect. Two thousand
dollars and heroin were recovered.

April 17: HPD canines alerted to a vehicle leading to the seizure of heroin, cash
and three firearms.

August 10: HPD canines tracked a gasoline theft suspect for 45 minutes and
made an apprehension.

August 23: HPD canines located a marijuana grow operation off of Interstate
270 that yielded almost 100 plants.

September 18: HPD canines alerted on a gym bag that was found to contain
$239,000.

Community Commitment to the Canines:

In 2012 a fund was started to purchase ballistic vests for the three canine units.
These vests protect the animals from bullets and sharp edged weapons and each
vest costs approximately $2,000.

Two individuals came forward and donated the necessary funds to equip each
one of our canine units with a ballistic vest. The Division of Police is appreciative
to State Senator Jim Hughes and Brett Frebus of Insource Logistics for their
gracious donations.

Property Room Summary

Two evidence drying cabinets were purchased and installed in 2012. These units
have proven to be valuable pieces of equipment, immediately being used for
drying marijuana found at a grow operation (so that it could be submitted to the
lab) and drying documents from a fatal fire.

Another exciting addition to the property room was a large enclosed area to the
bike impound. This area is now a secure area with two compartments allowing
for evidence to be stored in a fully secured area and found property to be stored
in a separate area.

Additionally, the property room personnel continue to work with the D.E.A. to
facilitate the National Take Back Initiative, in which 65.6 pounds of drugs were
collected during the year of 2012.

There was a slight increase in the total number of articles impounded in 2012. The
increase in articles translates to 5,270 items in the property room’s overall
inventory. Another notable achievement: Property Clerk Pam Cunningham is
now certified to identify marijuana and earned a Marijuana Identification
Certification in September.
