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Resolutions

The following Resolutions were adopted by Hilliard City Council on January 27, 2020.

20-R-05  AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO PURCHASE PERMITTING SOFTWARE AND AUTHORIZING AN EXPENDITURE
WHEREAS, the Planning and Building Division staff (the “Staff”) are the primary users of permitting software (the “Software”), which is utilized for permit management, inspection scheduling and tracking, private development plan reviews, payment and receipt generation, and reporting functions; and
WHEREAS, the current permitting software was installed in the 1990’s, no longer serves a viable function for the Planning & Building Department, and will no longer be supported by the vendor after February 1, 2020; and
WHEREAS, an upgrade to the permitting software is necessary to continue efficient permitting operations in several city departments; and
WHEREAS, in July 2019, an internal team (the “Team”) was commissioned to begin determining the process needs for all permitting within the City, including Planning, Building, Engineering, Inspections, and Right-of-Way Management; and 
WHEREAS, in August 2019, the Team participated in permitting software demonstrations from several vendors to evaluate different software platforms that could meet the needs of the City; and
WHEREAS, in October 2019, the Team developed workflows for each type of permit reviewed by the City which were reviewed by the Team; and 
WHEREAS, on December 2, 2019, the Director of Information Technology, on behalf of the Team, sent RFQ instructions to all vendors that had shown interest in providing replacement software; and
WHEREAS, after receiving responses from the four vendors, on December 19, 2019, the Team reviewed the permitting software proposals that were received and determined to purchase the software from ViewPoint Government Solutions, Inc., for a one-time cost of $55,530 and an annual recurring cost of $31,480 for cloud based management of the system; and

WHEREAS, by the passage of Ordinance No. 19-32 by City Council on December 9, 2019, funding for the Software was appropriated by Council, and pursuant to Section 3.10 of the City’s Charter, authorization to purchase the Software may be established by Resolution of Council.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Hilliard, Ohio, that:
SECTION 1.
An expenditure is authorized in an amount not to exceed $56,000 from Fund 304, Object 55 to provide funds for the purchase of the Software.
SECTION 2.
The City Manager is authorized to sign and execute any and all documents or agreements necessary to effectuate the purchase of the Software as authorized hereunder.
SECTION 3.
The Director of Finance is authorized to make any accounting changes to revise the funding source for any contract or contract modification associated with expenditure of the funds.
SECTION 4.
This Resolution is effective upon its adoption. 
20-R-06   APPROVING THE AGREEMENT FOR THE CITY’S PURCHASE OF EXCESS OF LOSS COVERAGE INSURANCE AS REQUIRED BY THE OHIO BUREAU OF WORKERS COMPENSATION.

WHEREAS, the City of Hilliard is self-funded for purposes of providing workers compensation benefits to its employees; and 
WHEREAS, the City, through its consultant, received quotes for excess of loss coverage for 2020 from certain vendors for claims exceeding $500,000; and
WHEREAS, the City must have an excess of loss coverage policy in effect as of February 16, 2020 in order to comply with the regulations of the Bureau of Workers Compensation’s self-insurance program; and 
WHEREAS, funding for insurance in the amount of $84,100 was provided in the 2020 Municipal Operating Budget in Fund 101 and Fund 304 by Ordinance No. 19-33 effective January 1, 2019, and pursuant to Section 3.10 of the Charter of the City, authorization for this contract may be established by resolution of Council.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Hilliard, Ohio, that:
SECTION 1.
The City Manager is hereby authorized and directed to enter into a one-year contract with Midwest Employers Casualty at an annual premium cost of $84,100 for the period from February 16, 2020 to February 15, 2021, on such terms and conditions consistent with the recommendations provided by the City’s consultant.  This contract is subject to a one-year renewal option on the same terms and conditions.
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20-R-06, continued:

SECTION 2.
All monies paid under this contract will be allocated to the various personnel appropriations (Object 51) in the City’s 2020 Operating Budget as passed by City Council.

SECTION 3. This Resolution is effective upon its adoption.

20-R-08  PERMITTING THE CITY OF HILLIARD TO SELL MUNICIPALLY OWNED PROPERTY BY INTERNET AUCTION IN 2020.

WHEREAS, by Ordinance No. 05-38, passed on July 11, 2005, this Council amended Chapter 151 of the City’s Codified Ordinances to permit the sale of municipally owned property to be conducted by internet auction, now codified in Section 151.05; and
WHEREAS, this Council is required to adopt, each calendar year, a Resolution expressing its intent to sell such property, which shall include a description of how the auctions will be conducted, specifying the number of days for bidding, and state the general terms and conditions of sale; and
WHEREAS, the Hilliard Police Department is required by statute to dispose of certain unclaimed items that come into its possession, by public auction; and 
WHEREAS, upon the replacement of certain vehicles, the City’s Service Department may have used vehicles that it needs to dispose of through public auction; and
WHEREAS, live auctions require the expenditure of City resources and the use of City personnel, which the Administration believes can be operated in a more efficient manner per Section 151.05 of the City’s Code; and 
WHEREAS, after extensive research and due diligence, the City is recommending PropertyRoom.com, a web-based online auction site specializing in the sale of used vehicles and police department property, and GovDeals.com, for the sale of other items, to both be the City’s contracted representatives to conduct auctions on its behalf. 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Hilliard, Ohio, that:
SECTION 1.
The City of Hilliard is authorized to conduct internet auctions in 2020 to sell surplus municipally owned property.  All items for bid shall be listed for a period of not less than 15 days, including Saturdays, Sundays and legal holidays.  At its discretion, the City may list a minimum bid for any or all items. 
SECTION 2.
The City is authorized to enter into agreements with PropertyRoom.com and GovDeals.com to conduct internet auctions on its behalf, in substantially the same form and not adverse to the City as the agreements attached hereto as Exhibits “A” and “B”, both incorporated herein by reference.
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20-R-08, continued:

SECTION 3.
After adoption of this resolution, and at the time the City is initiating an internet auction, the Clerk of Council will publish, in a newspaper of general circulation, notice of the City’s intent to sell unneeded, obsolete or unfit municipal property by internet auction.  The notice shall include a summary of the information provided in this Resolution and shall be published at least twice, with the second notice being published anytime between the tenth and twentieth days after the first notice is published.  A similar notice shall also be posted continually throughout the term of the auction in a conspicuous place in the City’s administrative offices, in the office of the Clerk of Council and on the City’s website.  An inventory of the items to be auctioned shall be listed in each notice. 
SECTION 4.
This Resolution is effective upon its adoption.

20-R-09  APPOINTING MEMBERS TO THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE HILLIARD COMMUNITY AUTHORITY.

WHEREAS, on November 13, 2017, City Council adopted Resolution No. 17-R-98, determining that the Petition to establish the Hilliard Community Authority (the “Authority”) was sufficient and complied with the requirements of RC §349.03(A) as to form and substance; and
WHEREAS, on December 11, 2017, City Council adopted Resolution No. 17-R-105 establishing a method for selecting the Board of Trustees of the Authority (the “Board”); and
WHEREAS, in Resolution No. 17-R-105, City Council appointed three developer members and a local government representative to the Board; and
WHEREAS, on February 26, 2018, City Council adopted Resolution No. 18-R-17 appointing three citizen members to the Board; and

20-R-11  ACCEPTING AN EASEMENT AND THE PUBLIC IMPROVEMENTS FOR THE MULTI-USE PATH FROM ASHFORD AT STURBRIDGE LLC.

WHEREAS, on November 28, 2016, City Council adopted Resolution No. 16-R-91, approving of a modification to the Sturbridge Court Planned Unit Development (PUD) to permit assisted living facility uses, create subareas, and modify development standards; and 
WHEREAS, Sturbridge Green Apartment LLC (the “Applicant”) submitted application number 17-0299LC to the City’s Planning and Zoning Commission to seek approval of a modification to the Sturbridge Court PUD to permit four (4) additional senior assisted dwelling units; and
WHEREAS, at its regularly scheduled and advertised meeting on February 9, 2017, the City’s Planning and Zoning Commission voted to forward a positive recommendation to City Council to modify the Sturbridge Court PUD to permit four (4) additional senior assisted dwelling units; and
WHEREAS, at its regularly scheduled and advertised meeting on March 27, 2017, City Council approved Resolution No. 17-R-27 to modify the Sturbridge Court PUD to permit four (4) additional senior assisted dwelling units; and
WHEREAS, to meet its parkland dedication requirement of 1.24 acres for the 124 dwelling units, required by Hilliard Code Section 1187.06, the Applicant proposed to construct a multi-use path on its Property for which it will grant a 25-foot-wide easement to the City (for public use); and
WHEREAS, the Applicant has offered to dedicate the easement for this multi-use path to the City as shown and described on Exhibit “A” attached hereto and incorporated by reference herein; and
WHEREAS, construction of the multi-use path on the Applicant’s property completes a vital pedestrian and bicycle connection between Main Street and Hilliard Municipal Park; and
WHEREAS, the City finds that the public improvement was constructed according to plans approved by the City Engineer; and
WHEREAS, it is in the interest and benefit of the City of Hilliard and the public at large that the City accepts the easement and the multi-use path from Ashford at Sturbridge, LLC.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Hilliard, Ohio, that:
SECTION 1.  The City of Hilliard hereby accepts the easement for the multi-use path as shown and described on Exhibit “A”, attached hereto and incorporated by reference herein.
SECTION 2. The City of Hilliard hereby accepts the multi-use path for public use as set forth in the plan titled “Ashford at Sturbridge Assisted Living Facility, Private Sanitary Sewer, Water Line, Storm Sewer, and Grading Improvements, 2016” approved by the City Engineer on July 19, 2017, which plans are on file in the office of the City Engineer and available for inspection.
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20-R-11, continued:

SECTION 3.  The City Engineer and the City Law Director are authorized to approve any necessary administrative changes to Exhibit “A” in order to affect the proper recording of the easement identified thereon, and are authorized to provide the Clerk of Council with a final recorded copy of said easement.
SECTION 4.  The Clerk of Council and City Engineer are authorized to do all acts and to execute all instruments appropriate or necessary to carrying out the terms of this acceptance.
SECTION 5.
This Resolution is effective upon its adoption.
20-R-12 AUTHORIZING CITY COUNCIL TO ENTER INTO A SETTLEMENT AGREEMENT.

WHEREAS, on March 15, 2018, the City of Hilliard, Ohio initiated a lawsuit against Heather Ernst, former Deputy Director of Recreation and Parks, seeking damages related to her theft of funds from the City’s pools; and

WHEREAS, on September 15, 2018, an amended complaint was filed to include Moses Ernst, husband of Heather Ernst, as a co-defendant (collectively referred to as the “co-defendants”); and

WHEREAS, the City and the co-defendants have agreed to settle the lawsuit pursuant to the terms and conditions of the Settlement Agreement, attached hereto as Exhibit “A” and incorporated herein; and 

WHEREAS, authorization for this Settlement Agreement is in the City’s and of its residents’ best interests.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Hilliard that:

SECTION 1. City Council, acting by and through City Council President, is hereby authorized to enter into the Settlement Agreement with Heather Ernst and Moses Ernst, attached hereto as Exhibit “A” and incorporated herein.
