The following Ordinance was adopted by Hilliard City Council on February 10, 2020.

20-01 APPROPRIATING FUNDS FOR CIP LB-17 TO DESIGN AND CONSTRUCT A PARKING LOT IN OLD HILLIARD AND EXTEND THE HERITAGE RAIL TRAIL.
WHEREAS, the City owns the land located at 5425 Center Street, on which the Hilliard Civil & Cultural Arts Center is located along with a parking area (the “HCCAC Parking Area”); and
WHEREAS, the Heritage Rail Trail (the “Trail”) extends 6.1 miles and terminates at its southern end into the drive aisle of the HCCAC Parking Area; and 
WHEREAS, the City desires to improve the HCCAC Parking Area as well as extend the Trail (collectively, the “Project”) in order to: 1) facilitate future extension of the Trail to the southeast; 2) improve safety and security by adding lighting; and 3) provide an additional parking option in Old Hilliard for residents; and
WHEREAS, on December 9, 2019, City Council approved Ordinance No. 19-32 (the “Capital Budget”), which approved $695,000 for the Project; and
WHEREAS, in order to complete the Project, an additional appropriation in the amount of $390,500 is required; and
WHEREAS, the City has submitted a grant funding request which, if received, will reimburse the City for a portion of the costs of the Project; and
WHEREAS, by passage of Ordinance No. 18-21, effective November 22, 2018, Hilliard City Council amended the Codified Ordinances of the City of Hilliard, Ohio to establish a Percent for Public Art Program Fund, which shall receive an amount not less than one percent (1%) of the construction cost of an Eligible Project; and
WHEREAS, the Project meets the criteria of an Eligible Project for inclusion in the Percent for Public Art Program Fund; and

WHEREAS, once a contractor has been selected, legislation will be introduced requesting authorization to enter into a contract with the contractor to construct the Project.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Hilliard, Ohio that:
SECTION 1.
An appropriation in the amount of $390,500 is authorized from Fund 304, Object 55 for CIP LB-17 for the purpose of designing and constructing the Hilliard Civic & Cultural Arts Center Parking Lot and an extension of the Hilliard Rail Trail for the benefit of the City and its residents.
SECTION 2.
This Ordinance shall be in effect from and after the earliest time provided for by law.

20-R-07 AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO ENTER INTO AN AGREEMENT WITH WILLIS TOWERS WATSON TO PROVIDE PROPERTY AND CASUALTY INSURANCE AND AUTHORIZING AN EXPENDITURE.
WHEREAS, the City of Hilliard presently receives property and casualty insurance through its broker Willis Towers Watson; and
WHEREAS, the agreement with Willis Towers Watson for the provision of property and casualty insurance has a one-year term which expires February 15, 2020; and
WHEREAS, Willis Towers Watson has proposed new agreements for the provision of property and casualty insurance coverage; and
WHEREAS, the agreements provide for a term which expires February 15, 2021; and 
WHEREAS, funding for insurance in the amount of $175,100 was provided in the 2020 Municipal Operating Budget in Fund 101 and Fund 304 by Ordinance No. 19-33 effective January 1, 2020, and pursuant to Section 3.10 of the Charter of the City, authorization for this contract may be established by resolution of Council; and
WHEREAS, it is to the interest and benefit to the City of Hilliard and the public at-large that the property and casualty insurance contracts be approved.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Hilliard, Ohio, that:
SECTION 1.
An expenditure in an amount not to exceed $175,100 is authorized from Fund 101 General Government and Fund 304 Capital Improvement to fund the property and casualty insurance contract.
SECTION 2.
The City Manager is hereby authorized to enter into a contract with Zurich American Insurance Company through its broker Willis Towers Watson, to provide property and casualty insurance at an annual premium cost not to exceed $175,100 for the period from February 16, 2020 to February 15, 2021, on such terms and conditions consistent with the recommendations provided by the City’s consultant.
SECTION 3.  This Resolution is effective upon its adoption.
20-R-13 APPROVING THE CHANGE IN DESIGNATION OF CURRENT MEMBERS AND APPOINTING MEMBERS TO THE  CITY’S PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSION.

WHEREAS, Article IX, Section 9.01 of the Charter of the City of Hilliard authorizes City Council to appoint seven members to the Planning and Zoning Commission (the “Commission”); and
WHEREAS, a vacancy exists in Wards 2, 3, and 4 on the Commission; and
WHEREAS, J. William Uttley currently serves on the Commission as an “at-large” representative, which City Council desires to change that of being a representative from Ward 2 to fill the current vacancy for the remainder of his term; and

WHEREAS, Tracey Nixon currently serves on the Commission as an “at-large” representative, which City Council desires to change that of being a representative from Ward 3 to fill the current vacancy for the remainder of her term; and

WHEREAS, Jay Muether currently serves on the Commission as an “at-large” representative, which City Council desires to change that of being a representative from Ward 4 to fill the current vacancy for the remainder of his term; and

WHEREAS, the change in designations creates a vacancy for three “at-large” members of the Commission; and

WHEREAS, City Council called for resumes/letter of interests from qualified candidates to fill the vacancies; and

WHEREAS, City Council desires to appoint Hilliard resident, Tom Pannett, to fill an at-large vacancy for a four-year term; and

WHEREAS, City Council desires to appoint Hilliard resident, Bevan Schneck, to fill an at-large vacancy for a four-year term; and

WHEREAS, City Council desires to appoint Hilliard resident, Eric Gutknecht, to fill an at-large vacancy for a four-year term; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Hilliard, Ohio, that:
