An appropriation is made in the amount of $57,923.08 in the following amounts to provide funds for the additional Maintenance Technician:

· $14,480.77 from Fund 266, Object 51

SECTION 2. 
An expenditure in an amount not to exceed $57,923.08 is authorized from Funds 202, 266, 267, and 269 to provide funds for the additional Maintenance Technician.

WHEREAS, the City of Hilliard is designing an improvement at the intersection of Scioto Darby Road and Walcutt Road; and
WHEREAS, property record research conducted to prepare detailed construction drawings revealed that the existing corporation boundary line between the City of Hilliard and the City of Columbus is offset approximately ten feet from right-of-way line; and
WHEREAS, the City of Hilliard and the City of Columbus desire to have the corporation limit coincide with the right-of-way line; and 
WHEREAS, pursuant to R.C. 709.37, any two-adjoining municipal corporations may agree to change the boundary line separating such municipal corporations; and
WHEREAS, as required by law for boundary line adjustments, the Property cannot, and does not, contain more than five voters.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Hilliard, Ohio, that:
SECTION 1.  The City of Hilliard accepts the transfer of 0.265 ±acres into its corporate boundaries as depicted in Exhibit “A”, attached hereto and incorporated herein, for right of way purposes.
SECTION 3. The City of Hilliard approves the updated legal and boundary description of the Property, as described in Exhibit “B”, attached hereto and incorporated herein, for right of way purposes.
SECTION 4. The Clerk of Council, in accordance with R.C. 709.37, shall immediately forward a certified copy of this Ordinance, along with all exhibits, to the Franklin County Commissioners for further proceedings in accordance with law. 
SECTION 5. As required by law, the County Commissioners shall approve the boundary line adjustment and apportion the recording fees between the two jurisdictions.
SECTION 6. The City Manager, Director of Public Service and Director of Law are authorized to affect the proper recording of the City’s acceptance and to pay the costs thereof as required.
SECTION 7.  This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after the earliest period provided by law.

20-06  AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO ENTER INTO A LEASE AGREEMENT WITH EMPTY POCKETS CRUISERS FOR THE BUILDING LOCATED AT 5311 NORWICH STREET.

WHEREAS, the City owns property located at 5311 Norwich Street (the “Norwich Property”), identified as parcel number 050-000047 by the Franklin County Auditor’s Office; and 
WHEREAS, the City desires to lease the Norwich Property to Empty Pocket Cruisers, an Ohio non-profit corporation in order to operate its headquarters and for storage purposes, for $1.00; and 
WHEREAS, the Lease commences upon signature by the City and terminates one year later; and
WHEREAS, it is to the benefit of the City’s residents that the City enter into this Lease with Empty Pockets Cruisers.

The City Manager is authorized to enter into the lease agreement substantially similar to the one attached hereto as Exhibit “A” and incorporated herein (the “Lease”), with such changes therein that are not inconsistent with this Resolution and not detrimental to the City, with her execution thereof being conclusive evidence that such changes are approved by Council.

The City Manager and Director of Law are authorized to sign any and all documents as may be necessary to effectuate the Lease and its terms and conditions.

WHEREAS, the State and its Local Governments, subject to completing formal documents effectuating the Parties Agreements, have drafted a One Ohio Memorandum of Understanding (“MOU”) relating to the allocation and the use of the proceeds of any potential settlements described, attached hereto as Exhibit “A” and incorporated herein; and
WHEREAS, the MOU has been collaboratively drafted to maintain all individual claims while allowing the State and Local Governments to cooperate in exploring all possible means of resolution; and
WHEREAS, nothing in the MOU binds any party to a specific outcome; and
WHEREAS, any resolution under the MOU will require acceptance by the State of Ohio and the Local Governments; and 
WHEREAS, Council understands that the purpose of the MOU is to permit collaboration between the State of Ohio and Local Governments to explore and potentially effectuate earlier resolution of the Opioid Litigation against Opioid Pharmaceutical Supply Chain Participants; and
WHEREAS, City Council understands that an additional purpose is to create an effective means of distributing any potential settlement funds obtained under the MOU between the State of Ohio and Local Governments in a manner and means that would promote an effective and meaningful use of the funds in abating the opioid epidemic throughout Ohio; and
WHEREAS, City Council desires to agree to the non-binding Memorandum of Understanding.

20-R-26 AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO ENTER INTO A CONTRACT WITH HACH COMPANY FOR 2020 SANITARY SEWER FLOW MONITORING SERVICES (CIP S-20) AND AUTHORIZING THE EXPENDITURE OF FUNDS.
WHEREAS, the City of Hilliard owns and maintains the sanitary sewer collection system in Hilliard; and 
WHEREAS, the City of Hilliard is defined as a satellite community of the City of Columbus sanitary sewerage system, as defined in the Ohio Environmental Protection Agency’s (OEPA) Findings and Orders, authorized in Ordinance No. 08-68; and
WHEREAS, the City is required, per the OEPA Findings and Orders, to conduct and submit to OEPA a Sewer System Evaluation Study (SSES); and
WHEREAS, the SSES must include a physical survey of the sewer system and location identification of the following; hydraulic deficiencies within the sewer system; material sources of infiltration and inflow (I&I) entry into the sewer system; and structural deficiencies within the sewer system that cause or contribute to sanitary sewer overflows (SSO) or water in basements (WIB); and
WHEREAS, as a means of meeting the above SSES requirements, the City has established sanitary sewer flow monitoring program with Hach Company (“Hach”) to obtain real-time flows in the sanitary sewer system; and
WHEREAS, the information generated from this flow monitoring program will assist the City in both planning for future sanitary sewer service in undeveloped portions of the City, as well as in its efforts to maintain the existing sanitary sewer system; and

WHEREAS, the estimated cost for the 2020 flow monitoring services (“Project”) is Sixty Thousand Dollars ($60,000); and
WHEREAS, funds for this Project were appropriated as part of CIP Project S-20, Capacity, Management, Operations, and Maintenance (CMOM) in the 2020 Capital Improvement Budget by Ordinance No. 19-32, approved by Hilliard City Council on December 9, 2019, and pursuant to Section 3.10 of the City’s Charter, authorization to fund the Project may be established by resolution of Council. 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Hilliard, Ohio, that:
SECTION 1.
An expenditure is authorized from Fund 304, Object 55 in an amount not to exceed $60,000 to pay the cost of the Project. 
SECTION 2.
The City Manager is authorized to enter into a contract with Hach Company for the 2020 sanitary sewer flow monitoring services (CIP S-20) in an amount not to exceed $60,000.
SECTION 3.
The Finance Director is authorized to make any accounting changes necessary to revise the funding source for any contract or contract modification associated with the expenditure of funds. 
SECTION 4.
This Resolution is effective upon its passage. 
20-R-27 AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO ENTER INTO ONE OR MORE SERVICE CONTRACTS FOR THE MOWING, LANDSCAPING, AND MAINTENANCE PROGRAM.
WHEREAS, the City has regularly contracted for mowing and landscaping services to aid in maintaining public spaces and has established a specific program for performing those services (“Program”); and
WHEREAS, these public spaces and parks must be maintained for the safety and well-being of the City and its residents; and
WHEREAS, the landscaping and beautification of public rights-of-way aid in the appeal of the City to residents and the business community; and
WHEREAS, after having been duly advertised for two consecutive weeks on February 13, 2020, and February 20, 2020, bids were received and publicly opened on February 27, 2020; and
WHEREAS, based on a review of the bids received, the City Manager has identified 3 bidders as being the lowest and best bidder for one or more Packages in the Program; and 
WHEREAS, Rene Castillo Landscaping and Maintenance, LLC was determined to be the lowest and best bidder for Packages 4 and 12 through 16 in amount not to exceed $317,295.63 for a three-year contract; and
WHEREAS, Site Maintenance, LLC was determined to be the lowest and best bidder for Packages 5 through 8, and 17 through 20 in an amount not to exceed $691,140.90 for a three-year contract; and
WHEREAS, Peabody Landscape Construction, Inc., aka Peabody Landscape Group, was determined to be the lowest and best bidder for Packages 1 through 3 and 9 through 11 in amount not to exceed $303,089 for a three-year contract; and

WHEREAS, Peabody Landscape Construction, Inc. was also determined to be the lowest and best bidder for Alternate Bid A1 Parks, in an amount not to exceed $458,792 for a three-year contract, which will be awarded for 1-year subject to two 1-year renewals; and
WHEREAS, funding for the Program was appropriated in the 2020 Municipal Operating Budget in Fund 206 by the passage of Ordinance No. 19-33, effective January 1, 2020, and pursuant to Section 3.10 of the Charter of the City, authorization for this expenditure is established by resolution of Council.

The City Manager is authorized to enter into a contract with Site Maintenance, LLC for Packages 5 through 8, and 17 through 20 in an amount not to exceed $691,140.90 for a three-year contract.
SECTION 4.
The City Manager is authorized to enter into a contract with Peabody Landscape Construction, Inc. for Packages 1 through 3 and 9 through 11 in amount not to exceed $303,089.00 for a three-year contract.
SECTION 5.
The City Manager is authorized to enter into a contract with Peabody Landscape Construction, Inc. for Alternate Bid A1 Parks in an amount not to exceed $148,434 for a one-year contract subject to two 1-year renewals in an amount not to exceed $458,792.00.
SECTION 6.
The contracts with Rene Castillo Landscaping and Maintenance, LLC, Site Maintenance, LLC, and Peabody Landscape Construction, Inc. are subject to the annual appropriation of funds by Hilliard City Council.
SECTION 7.
The Finance Director is authorized to make any accounting changes to revise the funding source for any contract or contract modification associated with expenditure of the funds.
SECTION 8.
This Resolution is effective upon its adoption.
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
