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Ordinance
The following ordinance was passed by Hilliard City Council on March 16, 2020.

20-10  CONCURRING WITH THE MAYOR’S DECLARATION, ESTABLISHING AN EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT DIRECTOR, EMERGENCY POWERS AND DUTIES AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY.
WHEREAS, COVID-19 has been declared a pandemic by the World Health Organization; and
WHEREAS, on March 9, 2020, Governor DeWine declared a state of emergency in Ohio regarding COVID-19; and
WHEREAS, on March 16, 2020, Mayor Andy Teater declared a public disaster, pursuant to Section 2.14 of the City’s charter; and
WHEREAS, pursuant to this declaration, City Council desires to establish powers and duties regarding this emergency; and
WHEREAS, due to the threat of COVID-19 and the need for expediency, City Council waives second reading/public hearing and desires to that this be passed as an emergency measure on first reading.  
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Hilliard, Ohio that:
SECTION 1. City Council declares the City Manager as the City’s Emergency Management Director.
SECTION 2. The City’s Emergency Management Director is authorized to promulgate such regulations deemed necessary to protect life, property, and preserve critical resources. The regulations may include, but are not limited to: 
· Suspending and/or amending sections of the City’s codified ordinances
· Obtaining vital supplies, equipment and other properties found lacking and needed for the protection of health, life and property of the people, and binding the City for the fair value thereof
· Requiring emergency services of any city employees and, when City resources are deemed inadequate, obtaining the services of other available personnel, including citizen volunteers. 
· Such other regulations necessary to preserve public peace, health and safety.
SECTION 3. Regulations promulgated in accordance with the authority above will be circulated by proclamations published to the City’s website and distributed through other communication outlets such as social media, digital newsletter(s) and media releases. These regulations will have the force of ordinance when duly filed with the Clerk of Council and violations will be subject to the penalties provided.
Ordinance
20-10 continued:
SECTION 4. Council waives the required second reading of this Ordinance and declares that it be passed by emergency in order to expeditiously respond to the threat of the COVID-19 pandemic. This Ordinance shall be in effect immediately upon its passage.
