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Ordinance

The following ordinance was passed by Hilliard City Council on September 28, 2020.

20-22  ACCEPTING THE AMOUNTS AND RATES AS DETERMINED BY THE BUDGET COMMISSION AND AUTHORIZING THE NECESSARY TAX LEVIES AND CERTIFYING THEM TO THE COUNTY AUDITOR.

WHEREAS, this Council in accordance with the provisions of law, has previously adopted a Tax Budget for the next succeeding fiscal year commencing January 1, 2021; and
WHEREAS, the Budget Commission of Franklin County, Ohio, has certified its action thereon to this Council together with an estimate by the County Auditor of the rate of each tax necessary to be levied by this Council, and what part thereof is without, and what part within, the ten-mill tax limitation; and
WHEREAS, the certified rates were received from the Budget Commission on September 4, 2020 and the City is required to accept the amounts and rates and certify them to the County Auditor no later than October 1, 2020; and
WHEREAS, ordinances authorizing annual tax levies shall take effect upon passage and shall not be subject to referendum pursuant to Section 3.07 of the Charter of the City.
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Hilliard, Ohio, that:
SECTION 1. The amounts and rates, as determined by the Budget Commission in its certification, are hereby accepted.
SECTION 2.  There shall be, and hereby is, levied on the tax duplicate of said City the rate of each tax necessary to be levied within and without the ten-mill limitation for tax year 2020 (collection year 2021) as follows:
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SECTION 3. The Clerk of Hilliard City Council is hereby directed to certify a copy of this Ordinance to the County Auditor of Franklin County.
SECTION 4. This Ordinance shall take effect upon passage and shall not be subject to referendum pursuant to Section 3.07 of the Charter of the City of Hilliard.

20-R-53  DETERMINING THAT THE PETITION FOR THE CREATION OF THE HILLIARD LAKES COMMUNITY AUTHORITY COMPLIES WITH THE REQUIREMENTS OF OHIO REVISED CODE §349.03; AND FIXING THE TIME AND PLACE FOR A HEARING ON THE ESTABLISHMENT OF THE HILLIARD LAKES COMMUNITY AUTHORITY.

WHEREAS, Edward Rose Properties, Inc. filed a petition (the “Petition”) with the Clerk of Council for the creation of the Hilliard Lakes Community Authority (the “Authority”) pursuant to RC §349.03 in order to facilitate the new residential housing developments generally known as Riggins Road Apartment Development; and
WHEREAS, upon the filing of the Petition, this Council, as the “organizational board of commissioners” as that term is defined in RC §349.01(F), is required to determine whether the Petition is sufficient and complies with RC §349.03(A) of the Ohio Revised Code as to form and substance; and
WHEREAS, the City is the only “proximate city” for the Authority as that term is defined in RC §349.01(M); and
WHEREAS, upon the determination of this Council that the Petition is sufficient and complies with the requirements of RC §349.03(A) as to form and substance, this Council is required to fix the time and place of a hearing on the Petition for the establishment of the Authority, which time shall not be less than thirty (30) days, nor more than forty-five (45) days, after the filing date of the Petition.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Hilliard, Ohio that:

20-R-53 continued:

SECTION 1. Form of Petition. This Council has examined the Petition to create the Authority and hereby determines that such Petition is sufficient and complies with the requirements of RC §349.03 as to form and substance. This Council further ratifies the execution and submission of the Petition on behalf of the City.
SECTION 2. Hearing. A hearing on the Petition to create the Authority shall be held commencing at 7 p.m. on November 9, 2020.
SECTION 3.  Notice of Hearing. The Clerk of Council shall arrange for notice of the time and place of such hearing by publication once each week for three consecutive weeks in a newspaper of general circulation in the City pursuant to RC §349.03.
SECTION 4. Open Meetings. This Council finds and determines that all formal actions of this Council and any of its committees concerning and relating to the passage of this resolution were taken in an open meeting of this Council or any of its committees, and that all deliberations of this Council and any of its committees that resulted in those formal actions were in meetings open to the public, all in compliance with the law including RC §121.22.

SECTION 5. Effective Date. This resolution shall be in full force and effect from and after the earliest period allowed by law.
20-R-67  COUNCIL APPOINTMENT OF DIANE WERBRICH AS CLERK OF COUNCIL.

WHEREAS, Article II, Section 2.13, of the Charter of the City of Hilliard, Ohio, requires a Clerk of Council to be appointed from outside its membership; and
WHEREAS, Lynne M. Fasone was appointed as Clerk of Council by Resolution No. 20-R-01 to serve for a period of two years beginning January 2020; and 
WHEREAS, Ms. Fasone has resigned her position as Clerk of Council effective August 24, 2020; and
WHEREAS, City Council desires to appoint Diane Werbrich as Clerk of Council to fill the unexpired term of Ms. Fasone ending January 1, 2022; and
WHEREAS, Diane Werbrich has expressed a desire to accept such appointment as Clerk of Council.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Hilliard, Ohio, that:
SECTION 1.
Diane Werbrich is hereby appointed as Clerk of Council beginning October 5, 2020 and until such time as her successor is chosen and enters upon the duties of her office.
SECTION 2.
This Resolution shall become effective upon its adoption.

20-R-68  AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO ENTER INTO A CONTRACT FOR CIP S-37, SANITARY SEWER CIPP LINING PROJECT; AND AUTHORIZING THE EXPENDITURE OF FUNDS.

WHEREAS, the City of Hilliard has identified the need to line specific sanitary sewers in the City as a means of rehabilitating the sanitary sewer system; and
WHEREAS, the City has included an Annual Sanitary Sewer Lining Program (the “Project”) in its 2020 Capital Improvement Budget; and
WHEREAS, the City has approved engineering plans for the Project which includes the lining of 125 feet of 30-inch diameter concrete sewer pipe under Hilliard Rome Road; and
WHEREAS, the City Engineer’s estimated cost for the Project is Eighty-Nine Thousand and Sixty-Five Dollars ($89,065); and
WHEREAS, after having duly advertised for bids for two consecutive weeks on August 20 and August 27, 2020, the City publicly opened and read aloud bids at 3:00 p.m. on Thursday, September 3, 2020, and Inland Waters Pollution Control, Inc.  (“Contractor”) who submitted a bid in the amount of $56,016.00 was determined to be the lowest and best bidder; and
WHEREAS, funds for the Project were appropriated in the 2020 Capital Improvement Budget by Ordinance No. 19-32, approved by Hilliard City Council on December 9, 2019 and by Ordinance No. 20-03, approved by Hilliard City Council on February 24, 2020, and pursuant to Section 3.10 of the City’s Charter, authorization to fund the Project may be established by resolution of Council. 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Hilliard, Ohio, that:
SECTION 1. An expenditure is authorized from Fund 304 Object 55 to pay the cost of the Project in an amount not to exceed $72,700.
SECTION 2. The City Manager is authorized to enter into a contract with Inland Waters Pollution Control, Inc. for CIP S-37, Annual Sanitary Sewer CIPP Lining Project, in an amount not to exceed $61,620, which includes a contingency of 10% of the bid amount to pay for any cost overruns associated with the Project.
SECTION 3. The Finance Director is authorized to pay CDM Smith an amount not to exceed $4,930 to provide required construction administration and oversight services for the Project.
SECTION 4. The Finance Director is authorized to pay the cost of City staff services to provide construction inspection services required for the Project in an amount not to exceed $6,150.
SECTION 5. The Finance Director is authorized to make any accounting changes necessary to revise the funding source for any contract or contract modification associated with the expenditure of funds. 
SECTION 6. This Resolution is effective upon its adoption.

20-R-69  A RESOLUTION APPROVING THE 2020 RECOMMENDATIONS OF THE TAX INCENTIVE REVIEW COUNCIL (“TIRC”) FOR THE REVIEW OF COMMUNITY REINVESTMENT AREA AND TAX INCREMENT FINANCING PROJECTS.

WHEREAS, the City has Community Reinvestment Area (“CRA”) Agreements and Tax Increment Financing (“TIF”) projects in the City for purposes of economic development; and 
WHEREAS, pursuant to R.C. 5709.85(A)(2) the City created a Tax Incentive Review Council (TIRC) to annually review all agreements granting exemptions from property taxation in CRAs and exemptions from property taxation resulting from the declaration of public purpose improvements pursuant to TIF exemptions (the CRA and TIFs collectively hereafter referred to as the “exemption projects”); and 
WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 5709.85 of the Ohio Revised Code, the City’s TIRC must meet annually to review all exemption projects as to compliance with applicable statutes and agreements; and 
WHEREAS, the City’s TIRC held its annual public meeting on August 10, 2020, to review the exemption projects in the City, and after full discussion, voted to recommend the continuation of each exemption project; and
WHEREAS, by law, City Council must vote to accept, reject, or modify all or any portion of the TIRC recommendations. 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Hilliard, Ohio that:
SECTION 1.
City Council accepts the recommendations of the Hilliard Tax Incentive Review Council to maintain the approved exemption projects identified in Exhibit “A” attached hereto and incorporated herein.
SECTION 2.
The Clerk of Council shall forthwith send a certified copy of this Resolution to the Franklin County Auditor.
SECTION 3.
This Resolution is effective upon adoption.
20-R-70  AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO REDUCE THE PERCENTAGE OF FEES CHARGED TO DUBLIN COSGRAY, LLC FOR PLAN REVIEWS AND INSPECTION OF INFRASTRUCTURE IMPROVEMENTS.

WHEREAS, on June 8, 2020, Hilliard City Council passed Ordinance No. 19-25 authorizing the City Manager to enter into a Developer’s & Reimbursement Agreement with Dublin-Cosgray, LLC (the “Developer”); and
WHEREAS, due to the magnitude of the required infrastructure improvements to be made by the Developer, the City recommends reducing the plan review and inspection fees required to be paid by the Developer as set forth in Chapter 190 of the City’s Codified Ordinances; and 
WHEREAS, the City desires that Council pass legislation authorizing the City Manager to reduce the plan review fee to two percent (2%) from four percent (4%) and to reduce the inspection fee to six percent (6%) from ten percent (10%).
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Council of the City of Hilliard, Ohio, that:

SECTION 1. City Council authorizes the City Manager to reduce the plan review fee to two percent (2%) and to reduce the inspection fee to six percent (6%) of the total costs of constructing the infrastructure improvements incurred by Dublin-Cosgray, LLC.  
SECTION 2.  The City’s reduction in plan review fee and inspection fee does not extend to, or include, any other fees charged, or required to be paid, pursuant to Chapter 190 of the City’s Codified Ordinances or by other governmental agencies or jurisdictions, including, but not limited to, the City of Columbus, Franklin County and the State of Ohio, even if those fees are initially charged and collected by the City as required.  
SECTION 3. This Resolution is effective upon its adoption.
20-R-71  ACCEPTING THE DEDICATION OF ROADS AND EASEMENTS FOR PUBLIC AND PRIVATE UTILITIES, CABLE TELEVISION, SERVICE CONNECTIONS AND STORM WATER DRAINAGE FOR SECTION 4, PHASE 1 OF HERITAGE PRESERVE.

WHEREAS, on February 25, 2013, Council passed Ordinance No. 13-01 rezoning 418.75± acres of land owned by Planned Development Company of Ohio and Danken, LLC, from A-1 to Planned Unit Development consisting of 405 single-family lots, 282 multi-family dwelling units, and 232.84 acres of open space, which development is identified as the Heritage Preserve PUD; and
WHEREAS, upon application by Fischer Residential Columbus, LLC and Stantec Consulting Services Inc. (collectively, the “Owner”), on July 9, 2020, at its regularly scheduled public meeting, the City’s Planning and Zoning Commission approved the final plat (“Final Plat”) for Section 4, Phase 1 of Heritage Preserve for the development of 25 single-family lots on 20.609± acres of land (the “Property”); and 
WHEREAS, the Owner has offered to dedicate to the City of Hilliard the public roads known as Aviary Drive and Aviary Loop, and easements for the construction, operation, and maintenance of all public and private utilities, including cable television, above and beneath the surface of the ground, for the construction, operation, and where necessary, easements for the construction operation, and maintenance of service connections, and for storm water drainage in, to, and over certain real property described in the Final Plat, attached hereto as Exhibit “A” and incorporated herein; and
WHEREAS, this offer of dedication has been made by the Owner in support of the development of the Property depicted on Exhibit “A”; and
WHEREAS, it is to the interest and benefit of the City of Hilliard, its residents and the public at large that the dedications proposed on Exhibit “A” be accepted by the City of Hilliard.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Hilliard, Ohio that:
SECTION 1.
The City of Hilliard accepts the dedication of the public road known as Aviary Drive and Aviary Loop and easements for public and private utilities, cable television, service connections and storm water drainage, within Heritage Preserve Section 4, Phase 1, as shown on Exhibit “A”, attached hereto and incorporated by reference herein.
SECTION 2.
The City Engineer is authorized to approve any necessary administrative changes to affect the proper recording of the Final Plat identified on Exhibit “A” and is authorized to provide the Clerk of Council with a final recorded copy of said plat.

SECTION 3.
The Clerk of Council, Chairman of the Planning and Zoning Commission and City Engineer are authorized to do all acts and to execute all instruments appropriate or necessary to carrying out the terms of the dedication and recording of the Final Plat.

20-R-72  AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO ENTER INTO A PROFESSIONAL SERVICES AGREEMENT WITH FOCUS 3, LLC TO PROVIDE PROFESSIONAL SERVICES AND AUTHORIZING THE EXPENDITURE OF FUNDS.

WHEREAS, the City Manager has determined that a holistic review of the City’s values and culture is necessary to achieve desired outcomes within the City; and
WHEREAS, the City Manager desires to enter into an agreement with Focus 3, LLC (“Focus 3”) to assist in a development of a “Culture Playbook” that can be used to communicate the City’s core beliefs, required behaviors and desired outcomes; and
WHEREAS, by passage of Ordinance No. 19-32 on December 9, 2019, funds in the amount of $61,300 were appropriated, and pursuant to Section 3.10 of the Charter of the City, authorization to fund the Agreement with Focus 3 may be established by Resolution of Council. 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Hilliard, Ohio that:
SECTION 1.
An expenditure is authorized in the amount of $60,800 from Fund 101, Object 53 to fund the Professional Services Agreement (PSA) with Focus 3, LLC. 
SECTION 2.
The City Manager is authorized to enter into a professional services agreement (the “Agreement”), with Focus 3, LLC, in an amount not to exceed $60,800. The City Manager is authorized to make such changes to the Agreement that are not inconsistent with this Resolution and not adverse to the City, which shall be evidenced conclusively by her signature thereof that such changes are approved by Council.
SECTION 3.
The Finance Director is authorized to make any accounting changes to revise the funding source for any contract or contract modification associated with expenditure of the funds provided herein.
SECTION 4.  
This Resolution is effective upon its adoption.
20-R-73 RECOGNIZING THE harm of racism and division IN OUR NATION AND  COMMITTING TO ACTIONS THAT PROMOTE RESPECT AND FAIR TREATMENT OF EVERY INDIVIDUAL IN HILLARD.

WHEREAS, City Council desires to express its support and encouragement of efforts and actions that will help us realize our highest ideals of Hilliard as a community of inclusion and fair treatment for all residents, businesses, employees and visitors; and

WHEREAS, City Council condemns racism and other forms of discrimination, and affirms its dedication to the proposition that every individual deserves to be treated with civility, dignity, and respect, and that all of our residents, businesses, employees and visitors should receive fair, friendly, and professional service; and
WHEREAS, City Council affirms the dedicated service provided by the men and women in the Hilliard Division of Police and supports their on-going focus of maintaining a culture of bias-free policing.
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the City Council of Hilliard, Ohio,
SECTION 1 The City Manager will take steps to review our city-wide policies, programs, and services to ensure equity and a bias-free environment.  The City Manager is directed to take the necessary steps to ensure we continue to provide the highest level of service to all of the residents of the City of Hilliard, and that we continue to improve our methods of receiving community feedback.  The City Manager shall periodically report to Council on progress and suggestions in this regard. 
SECTION 2:  That the City Council will continue to support training, development, policies and procedures to ensure a bias-free culture throughout all City Departments and Divisions and in all service delivery and community interactions.
SECTION 3: That the City Council will support statewide efforts that call for all police divisions throughout Ohio to adhere to similar standards and training that have been afforded to our Hilliard Police Division, including a peace officer licensure process, creation of an Ohio police accreditation program, independent review of peace officer critical incidents that result in a death and required annual continuing education programs in order to ensure a statewide focus on bias-free policing.
SECTION 4: That the City Council supports the City staff’s participation with other regional partners, including the Hilliard City School District, Mid-Ohio Regional Planning Commission, Franklin County Chiefs of Police, Franklin County Health Department and One Columbus in their efforts toward creating a central Ohio that is respectful, supportive and welcoming to all.
Section 5: The City of Hilliard will hold and promote activities that celebrate our community’s diversity.
SECTION 6: This Resolution is effective upon its adoption.
20-R-74  AMENDING RESOLUTION NO. 20-R-61 TO PROVIDE ADDITIONAL CORONAVIRUS RELIEF FUNDS TO BE USED TO PROVIDE ECONOMIC SUPPORT TO LOCAL BUSINESSES IMPACTED BY COVID-19

WHEREAS, the Coronavirus Aid, Relief, and Economic Security Act, 116 Public Law 136, (“CARES Act”) was signed into law by the President of the United States on March 27, 2020; and 
WHEREAS, the Ohio General Assembly established a process for distributing funds provided by the CARES Act in House Bill 481 of the 133rd General Assembly (H.B. 481); and
WHEREAS, the Ohio General Assembly passed House Bill 614 on September 23, 2020, which distributed additional funds to local governments (collectively the “CARES Funds”); and 
Resolutions
20-R-74 continued:

WHEREAS, pursuant to the CARES act and H.B. 481 and H.B. 614, the City is permitted to use a portion of the CARES Funds to provide economic support to local businesses suffering from business interruptions due to COVID-19 related closures; and
WHEREAS, Hilliard City Council believes that providing an opportunity to disburse additional CARES Funds to local businesses is in the best interest of the public health, safety, and welfare of the City of Hilliard.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Hilliard, Ohio that:
Section 1.
Hilliard City Council authorizes the issuance of grants from the CARES Funds received by the City to local businesses directly impacted by COVID-19. Hilliard City Council hereby amends Resolution No. 20-R-61 and authorizes that CARES Funds issued shall not exceed Three Hundred Thousand Dollars ($300,000).
Section 2.
Hilliard City Council authorizes the Hilliard Development Corporation to create a grant program for local businesses and to receive grant applications from local businesses.
SECTION 3. 
The City is authorized to disburse CARES Funds in $50,000 increments up to Three Hundred Thousand Dollars ($300,000) to the Hilliard Development Corporation in order to administer the grant program.  
Section 4.
Any grants received by local businesses shall be used only for permitted purposes as set forth in the CARES Act, H.B. 481 and H.B. 614 and be subject to audit and oversight by the Ohio Office of Budget and Management.
Section 5.
This Resolution shall be effective upon its adoption.
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
