TruePointe

Equity, in partnership with multi-family
developer Milhaus, broke ground in
July 2023 on TruePointe, a $250 million
mixed-use development. Designed to
be Hilliard’s first true live-work-play
community, TruePointe will feature
300,000 square feet of office space,
42,000 square feet of high-end retail
and restaurant space, luxury apartment
buildings, surface and garage parking,
and a 115-room Home2 by Hilton

on Trueman Boulevard just south of
Davidson Road. The development will
be surrounded by green space, miles of
walking trails, a six-acre lake, a dog park,
and fitness centers. It will offer 350,000
square feet of Class A office space

on the last remaining land parcel
fronting 1-270 in Hilliard.

The City receives funding to provide services to citizens and the
business community from a variety of sources. The chart below
summarizes governmental activities revenue by source for 2023.
Income taxes compromise 52% of governmental activities revenue.
This reinforces the need for a strong local tax base to keep this

funding source secure.

The increase in capital grants and contributions was mainly due to
an increase in grants to the City for various infrastructure projects.

The increase in other revenues was primarily the result of a increase

in fair value of the City’s investment portfolio due to rising interest

rates.

Definitions

Income Taxes

Revenues received from a 2.50%
income tax levied on substantially

all income earned within the City by
residents, businesses, and employees
of businesses in the City.

Payments in Lieu of Taxes

Revenues received from tax increment
financing (TIF) districts. Owners within
the TIF district must pay amounts
equal to the property taxes that would
have been assessed had the TIF district
not been established.

Property Taxes

Revenues received from the City’s
portion of the taxes due on real
property and public utilities. The City
assesses a property rate of $1.60 per
$1,000 of assessed valuation.

Charges for Services

Revenues received related to charges
billed to users of various City services.
These can include fines and forfeitures,
cable franchise fees, building permits
and facility rentals.

Operating Grants and Contributions
Revenues received from
intergovernmental sources that are
restricted for operations. These include
amounts received related to gas tax
and motor vehicle license fees.

Capital Grants and Contributions
Revenues received from various
sources that are restricted for capital
projects. These include amounts
received from federal grants, the State
of Ohio and development partnerships
throughout the City.

Other Revenues

Revenues received such as
unrestricted grants and entitlements
for local government support,
investment earnings, and other
miscellaneous revenues.




Income and Property Taxes

Incomes taxes represent the largest source
of revenue for the City. Income tax collections

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General Fund Analysis

The General Fund is the City’s
primary operating fund. It
accounts for the majority of

all financial activity of the City
and pays almost all personnel
costs of City employees, as
well as day-to-day operating
expenditures with the exception
of those associated with

street maintenance and repair.
In 2023, the General Fund
accounted for 41.74% of the
total government fund revenue
and 43.19% of governmental
fund expenditures. These
numbers are presented using
the modified accrual basis of
accounting, which means that
revenues are only accrued when
measurable and available, in this
case, within 60 days of year-
end. More than 90% of the City's
General Fund revenue is derived
from three sources: Municipal
Income Taxes, Property and
Other Taxes, and Charges for
Services. The charts on this
page show the classifications
of revenues and expenditures in
the General Fund.

The most significant change

in revenues between 2022 and
2023 was a $5,096,227 increase
in Investment Earnings. Most
other general fund revenues
were fairly consistent with the
prior year.
