“Cooper Institute Physical Fitness Standards,” drug screening, and psychological evaluation. Must pass and
maintain firearm certification annually. Must be of good moral character, able to pass a written examination and
successfully pass a rigid background investigation, including a record check and polygraph/CVSA. Ohio
residency is required prior to appointment.

APPLICATION AND TESTING PROCESS

Applications must be submitted through the city’s online application process available at:
www.WearTheHPDBadge.org. The City of Hilliard only accepts online job applications. For those without a
home computer, you may complete your profile and application by visiting your local library. Failure to
complete and file the application by the deadline will constitute grounds for rejection. Failure to disclose
truthfully all material and relevant information during the application and selection process shall constitute
grounds for rejection or dismissal.
